We are gearing 
up for our 2021 Grants for the Arts, 
hopeful that the projects that enrich 
our community continue to shape our 

artistic landscape.  Plans for the CTLE 
Cultural Arts Workshops for Teachers are 
in place for the fall.  These workshops 
are opportunities for teachers to expand 
knowledge and gain valuable teaching 
ideas and techniques through cultural 
arts programs.  Our gallery is adapting 
to continue to present the excellent 
works from our community.  We have 
showcased our artists using many virtual 
techniques, including our website and an 
increased social media presence.

The staff and board of HAC have been 
working tirelessly to evaluate all 
possible scenarios for the future of 
our 2020 programs.  Working in close 
communication with our government 
partners, we continue to keep the 
health and safety of our artists, staff and 
patrons as the primary factor in all of our 
planning.

The Town of Huntington made the prudent 
decision to NOT move forward with the 
2020 Huntington Summer Arts Festival 
as planned.  With great anticipation and 
enthusiasm we had been looking forward 
to celebrating the 55th year of this 
cherished fi xture of Huntington’s summer 
season. Working closely with the Town 
and reimagining this year’s event with the 

same level of passion, we are developing 
the “Summer of Hope”, a reset plan for 
scaled-down live performances with 
limited capacity at the Chapin Rainbow 
Stage. Although we don’t know exactly 
who the artists will be yet, or when they’ll 
perform, we’ve heard from many who 
are chomping at the bit and would love 
to entertain you. Some shows may be 
combined with live streaming to allow 
for wider viewing by a larger audience; 
some may originate from empty studios or 
assembly halls, living rooms or wherever 
musicians, dancers and singer/songwriters 
create. Regardless, our intention is to 

provide the community with a whole 
new creation of a celebratory event that 
keeps everyone safe by following the 
appropriate guidelines. “Summer of Hope” 
concerts will likely not begin until late July 
or early August.

Amendment; the 75th anniversaries of 
the Huntington Community Band and the 
end of WWII; Beethoven’s 250th Birthday; 
Stephen Sondheim’s 90th Birthday.  We 
will move forward and enjoy this “Summer 
of Hope” and pick up where we left off  
next year with a summer long Festival that 
has become the premier free-admission 
summer performance series in the region 
and has helped make Huntington the Arts 
Capital of Long Island.

Now, in this “Summer of Hope”, is the 
time and place where the arts are more 
important than ever because of their 
ability to connect us; to lift our spirits 
and to enrich our lives in collective 
celebration of the human spirit. We are 
determined to meet this new challenge 
and to fulfi ll our mission as a vital arts 
organization. We hope you will join us on 
this improvisational journey, and hope 
you will support us and continue to be an 
important part of our community.

Workshop Schedule*



The Huntington Arts Council’s JOURNEY program has been an 
educational resource partner with various Long Island school 
districts since 1985. The multi-component program promotes 
cultural understanding and appreciation through the arts. For the 
first time since its inception, JOURNEY was temporarily moved 
to a virtual platform as a necessary adaptation for our partner 
schools that had been closed due to the Governor’s orders.

The annual High Arts Showcase exhibition was in the midst 
of being hung in our gallery when our staff was mandated 
to work from home. This program provides students with 
the unique opportunity to present art in a gallery setting. 
How would we ensure these works that students had 
put their hearts and souls into would be exhibited? HAC 
quickly developed a virtual exhibition on our website along 
with social media posts for each student giving them the 
recognition they deserved.

The JOURNEY program Discovery Lending Chest component 
was a greater challenge because the value is in the hands on, 
tactile experience it provides through artifact exploration 
for several different cultures; Ancient Egypt, Africa, China, 
Greece, India, Latin America, and Native America. We made 
photographs with descriptions of the artifacts available 
on our website. We also provided internet resources for 
additional research and activities.  Our partner school 
teachers were also able to request a PowerPoint format to 
meet their specific needs. 

Teacher Paul Esposito of Woodhull Intermediate School in 
Huntington, took this new resource and used it to make a 
fun online learning activity for his classes. While working 
remotely from home Mr. Esposito used the digital version of 
the Greece Discovery Chest to create a virtual scavenger hunt 
for his students. 

 “I used the real Discovery Chests during in class time a few 
months ago. The children got to handle, examine, and learn 
about the artifacts first hand. Having access to the cards 
in the PowerPoint presentation file, allowed them to page 
through and read about each artifact. I came up with the 
idea of doing the scavenger hunt with the Discovery Chest 

cards. They had questions to answer, the answers gave them 
letters which they had to unscramble. Then they had to again 
look through the cards to determine what those letters would 
spell. The kids truly enjoyed this and they want to do more 
with it, which I will gladly do.” – Paul Esposito

Visiting Artists is another component of JOURNEY 
that provides in school presentations of cultural arts 
programs from a variety of cultures and artistic genres. 
Future programs are available as workshops, residencies, 

assemblies in schools, as well as some virtual offerings.
